approved leaves of absence)

In-service students may extend the duration of study by one additional
year.

The minimum total credits required for graduation (excluding credits
for Physical Education and National Defense Education courses) is
30 credits, including the following two components:

1. Academic Courses: A minimum of 14 credits for required courses
and a minimum of 10 credits for elective courses.
2. Thesis: 6 credits.

Graduate students must achieve a minimum passing grade of 70 points|
for both academic performance and conduct.

Students with failing conduct grades will be dismissed.
The academic average accounts for 50% of the final graduation grade.

Note: Required courses + elective courses + thesis = minimum total
credits for graduation.

Credit Waiver: A maximum of 9 credits.

In accordance with the university's credit waiver regulations,
applications for credit waivers must be submitted before the course
add/drop deadline of the semester of admission.

According to the university's course selection regulations:

If the re-examination is passed, the grade will be
recorded as 70 points.
